Strands of work
• Development and operation of the data space infrastructure: quality 

of service, innovation, interoperability and compliance with other data 
spaces – also in cooperation with supporting projects.

• Integration of high-quality data: significant and sustained increase in 
high-quality, usable and accessible data in the data space, especially 
3D digitized collections and datasets.

• Capacity building and fostering reuse: strengthen the capacity and 
capabilities of professionals and reuse communities working with 
digital cultural heritage.

• Digital services for the public: engage audiences with digital cultural 
heritage inspiring use, reuse, and participation.
